An Job Coordinator who brings 

together businesses, employment and 

skills services and community 

organisations to connect people to 

training, jobs and support services. 
 

A Local Jobs and Skills Taskforce 

that works together to develop local 

workforce solutions to help people 

get a job and meet employer needs. 

 
 

A Local Jobs Plan, which outlines 

employment priorities and actions. 

 
 

 
A Local Initiatives Fund to support 

small employment activities and 

community initiatives. 

 

 
A Local Recovery Fund supporting 

locally driven initiatives that meet 

the priorities identified in the 

Local Jobs Plan. 

 
A National Priority Fund supporting 

projects that address employment 

challenges or complement job 

creation across Australia.
